II. NEW BUSINESS
A. Approve minutes of July 31, 2017 Board of Adjustment meeting.
Board Member Lybbert moved to approve the minutes of the Board of Adjustment meeting held on July 31, 2017 as presented.

Chairman Woolston announced that the motion carried unanimously.
B. Consider the request from Johnny Lewis for a variance from the Town’s Zoning Ordinance Section 2-102, Yard and Bulk Requirements for a reduced side yard setback for 145 Quiet Hill Circle (Quiet Hill Estates Blk A Lot 7).   (The required side yard setback is fifty (50) feet.)  Johnny Lewis is asking to reduce the side yard setback to forty (40) feet.  

Chairman Woolston opened the floor at 7:03 p.m.
Johnny Lewis (145 Quiet Hill Circle), as owner and builder at 145 Quiet Hill Circle, stated that his lot is a challenging lot to build on.  There is a group of large, mature trees that he doesn’t want to cut down.  He would have to push his house back 100 feet to clear the trees, however, setting his home that far back would not match the setbacks of surrounding homes.  There is a pig launcher in the rear of the property along with a driveway leading to the launcher (natural gas).  He requested a ten-foot side yard variance between his lot and Lot 8 in order to save the large mature trees.
Town Secretary Morales stated that no objections to the variance request were received. 
Chairman Woolston closed the floor at 7:17 p.m.

Board Member Lybbert moved to approve the requested side yard variance of ten (10) feet, thereby allowing a forty (40) foot side setback between Lot 7 and Lot 8.
